
MINUTES OF THE REGULAR MEETING

AUGUST 28, 2013 
BEDMINSTER MUNICIPAL AUTHORITY

The regular August 28, 2013 meeting of the Bedminster Municipal Authority was called to order at 7:30 p.m. by Vice Chairman Joseph Guagno. The following Board members were present: Treasurer Larry Longacre and Assistant Secretary/Treasurer Lou McKay. Chairman Jay Heacock and Secretary Craig Trauger were excused from attendance.

MINUTES

Upon motion of Mr. Longacre, seconded by Mr. McKay, the Board approved the minutes of the July 24, 2013 board meeting 3-0.
PUBLIC COMMENT
1. Confirmed Appointments – There were none
From the Floor – Mr. John Lenhart, Mr. John Feller and Ms. Natasha Feller were in attendance and ask several questions related to their development agreement and sewer connection for 202 Twin Oaks Drive. Mr. Feller requested a payment plan for the Grinder Pump Maintenance Plan escrow. Mr. McKay moved to approve the Grinder Pump Maintenance Agreement and to allow a payment plan of 4 equal payments of $625.00 starting with the 3rd quarter 2013 billing. Mr. Longacre seconded the motion which passed with a 3-0 vote. 

Mr. Longacre moved to approve the Development Agreement and the Grinder Pump Maintenance Agreement for the sewer connection at 202 Twin Oaks Drive. Mr. McKay seconded the motion which passed with a 3-0 unanimous vote.

FINANCIAL REPORT
The Authority Administrator generally reviewed the various financial reports with the Board. Mr. Sullivan reported that he had researched the account line item on the reports listed as “Credit Card”. The account is a sweep account for the on-line credit card payments made by authority customers. Those funds are moved periodically into the general fund.
TREASURER'S REPORT
Mr. Sullivan read the Treasurer’s Report, dated August 24, 2013. Mr. Sullivan presented a replacement check for a past PECO check that had been lost in the mail and never received by PECO in the amount of $7,662.93.  A motion was made by Mr. Longacre, seconded by Mr. McKay to approve the replacement check. The vote passed 3-0. 

A motion was made by Mr. Longacre, seconded by Mr. McKay to approve the Treasurer’s Report. The motion passed with a 3-0 vote.
Mr. Sullivan reviewed several expenses with the Board including a payment for the repair of the decant mechanism at the Elephant Road WWTP. 
After a review of the bill payment list, a motion was made by Mr. Longacre, seconded by Mr. McKay to approve and pay the July bills in the amount of $141,270.80 (Pennland Farms - $8,764.44 Estates at Deep Run Creek $3,962.23). The motion passed unanimously 3-0.
SOLICITOR'S REPORT
Authority Business/Developments – The Authority Solicitor referred the Board to his written report.
ENGINEER’S REPORT

A. Authority Projects

The Authority’s Engineer generally reviewed the projects within the written engineering report. He reported that the Dean Drive Sewer Replacement project is approximately 70% complete.
1. Dean Drive Sewer Replacement - Payment application from Betta Construction. – Mr. Berg requested approval of payment application #2 for $73,261.80. A motion was made by Mr. Longacre, seconded by Mr. McKay to approve payment application #2. The motion was approved by a 3-0 vote
B. Developments
1. Wallner/Kobasz – Mr. Berg reported that the previously identified restoration issues have been addressed. The Authority had previously issued and approved an escrow release in the amount of $1500.00 but had withheld the release of the check until the minor restoration was completed. Mr. Longacre moved to release the check to the developer and to accept dedication of the facilities to start the 18 month 
maintenance period. The motion seconded by Mr. McKay and was approved by a 3-0 vote.
Mr. Berg noted that the repairs to the SBR decanter at the Elephant Road WWTP have been completed by Worth and Co. He proceeded to make several recommendations to the Board for the Kern drive water quality issues. Mr. Berg and the Authority operator will continue to work on solutions to the reported problems. He then referred the Board to the remainder of his written report.
OPERATORS REPORT - Mr. Sullivan reviewed the written operation reports with the Board. All plants met the required permit limits. The operator further noted that there was a partial blockage found while performing work for the Dean Drive Sewer Replacement project. Franc Environmental was called in to clear the line. Further cleaning and televising of the sewer lines will take place over the next couple of weeks.
AUTHORITY REPORT – 
Mr. Sullivan reported that the Township manager has expressed on behalf of the Board of Supervisors that another joint meeting be scheduled with the respective boards to discuss various water and sewer issues. The joint meeting will take place prior to the Authority’s September meeting.

General Matters

The Authority operator noted that he has contacted each resident that recently attended the Board of Supervisors meeting to address their concerns. Additionally, he will prepare a memo to the Township Manager detailing efforts to address water quality issues in the past and what the Authority is currently working on to eliminate any problems.
